Allan,

I have previous mailed you $2000 for the May 14 trip to France.
Enclosed are 12 checks totaling $20,328. Adding these two amounts together

Yields $22,328.

I have previously sent $4000 directly to Gate 1 Travel as a deposit so I could lock in the price of the trip. That brings the grand total to $26,328. The attached spread sheet shows the details.

Now for three details:

1) The checks enclosed in this mail includes two deposits that were mailed to me in Nov. but got lost in the mail and didn’t arrive here until after my first mailing to you. Since Gate 1 Travel already had sufficient deposit money, I waited until now to mail them to you since the amounts were relatively small.

2) The $4000 that I sent directly to Gate 1 Travel should be applied to my and Sandy Cole’s expenses, which are 2*1925 = $3850. Thus I need a refund of $150. Use your judgement if you want to sent the check to me and reduce the payment to Gate 1 Travel from $22,328 to $22,178. Or I can get the $150 directly from Gate 1 Travel.

3) I recently received a check of  $1925 from Art Shea. I have no one to pair him with, and recently learned that would result of a surcharge of $600 to him. I have not heard back from Art if he wants to pay the extra or cancel. I am holding his check until I hear from him.

I will call or email you with the Gate 1 Travel address (just discovered I don’t know where the TOHG check should be mailed). When you send them the check, please reference Res. No. 43721. Also, please include a copy of the enclosed spread sheet.
Sandy and I are leaving Feb. 10 on a 3 week trip to New Zealand, so I hope we can get the money to Gate 1 Travel before then just to make sure there are no problems while we are gone.
